EACH PANEL CONTAINS ONE OF THE 99 NAVES OF GOD. IT SEEMS VERY PROBABLE THAT THESE PANELS FORMED AN
UPPER DECORATIVE FEATURE ON AN IMPORTANT PERSIAN SAFAVID SHRINE. THE SMALL LUGS AT THE BASE OF EACH
ONE ALSO SUPPORT THIS THEQORY.
