ORNAVENTAL HEDDLE PULLEYS ARE CARVED FOR THE PURPOSES OF PUBLIC DISPLAY AND ARE NOT MEANT FOR
RITUAL USE. THEY ARE FUNCTIONAL OBJECTS MADE TO SUPPORT APAR OF HEDDLE RODS WHICH ALLOW THE RAPID
SHED-CHANGING THAT IS AMECHANISM OF WEST AFRICAN DOUBLE HEDDLE LOOMWEAVING. THEY ARE CARVED WITH

HUMAN OR ANIMAL HEADS BY WHICH THEY ARE SUSPENDED FROM THE LOOM FRAVEWORK. THE BAULE ARE JUSTLY
FAMOUS FOR THEIR VISUAL ART TRADITIONS AND THIS SMALL FIGURATIVE SCULPTURE DEMONSTRATES THE CARVERS
MASTERY OF BOTH FUNCTION AND AESTHETIC.
