ALTARS AND DOORS DATING FROMTHE LATE 17TH TO THE EARLY 18TH CENTURIES IN WHICH ARCHITECTURE,
DECORATION AND SCULPTURE ARE FUSED IN AUNIQUELY FANTASTIC MANNER.

THE NATURE OF THE ORIGINAL POLYCHROME INDICATES THIS WELL SCULPTED HEAD TO BE SPANISH, AND THE
FUNCTION OF THE REALISTIC COLOURING WAS TO MAKE THE FIGURE SCULPTURE STAND OUT FROMTHE ORNATE
BAROQUE ALTARPIECES WITH THEIR SALOMONIC COLUIMNS, BROKEN PILASTERS, GEOMETRIC PANELS, SCROLLS AND
PROFUSION OF CHERUBS HEADS.
