DRINKING OF YAQONAAS IT IS CALLED ON FIlJI CONTINUES TO BE ONE OF THE MOST SIGNIFICANT CEREMONIES
PERFORNMED IN FIJIAN SOCIETY.
THE WOODEN BOWLS ARE CALLED ‘TANOA AND THE OLDER ONES, SUCH AS THIS EXAVPLE, ARE THIN WALLED WITH A
SHALLOW BOWL AND ACARVED LIP THAT FLARES OUTWARD IN AGRACEFUL CURVE.
