REPLACED WITH ALONGER BLADE, CURVED AND SPATULATE AT THE TIP, WHICH EVENTUALLY ACQUIRED ADISTINCT
SABRE LOOK WITH APISTOL SHAPED HANDLE. MUCH OF THE SURVIVING CUTLERY FROMTHIS MD 17TH CENTURY
PERIOD SEEMS TO BE QUALITY PIECES SUCH AS THESE EXAVPLES, WHICH HAVE BEEN TREASURED AND PRESERVED AS
FAMLY HEIRLOOMS. AS ENGLAND RECOVERED FROMALONG PERIOD OF PURITANISMAND WITH THE CROWN
RECLANMED BY CHARLES Il WHO WAS USED TO EUROPEAN DINING PRACTICES AND EXTRAVAGANCE AND ORNAVENT AT
TABLE, CUTLERY BECAVE MORE LUXURIOUS AND A GRADUAL REFINEMENT IN MANNERS GAVE RISE TO AMORE COMVION
