THAT THESE FIGURES WERE ONCE PART OF THE LARGE SCREEN FOUND IN MEDIEVAL GREAT HALLS. VIEWED FROM
BELOW THEY WOULD HAVE DISPLAYED THE FAMILY' S HERALDRY, ANCESTRY AND IMPORTANCE. MEDIEVAL ARMS AND
ARMOUR WERE EXPENSIVE AND THEIR USE IN FIGURATIVE CARVING SUCH AS THIS DENOTED CHIVALROUS RANK AND
STATUS. IN THE 15TH CENTURY THE ENTITLEMENT TO KNIGHTHOOD WAS BY WEALTH AND AN INCOME OF £40 WOULD
ENTITLE AMAN TO BECOME AKNIGHT.
