THESE ANCIENT CURIOUS SCOTTISH STONE BALLS EMBODY THE MYSTERY OF MATHEMATICS, PHYSICS AND COSMOLOGY
AND REVEAL AWEALTH OF PREHISTORIC KNOWLEDGE OF ASTONISHING SOPHISTICATION. THE FORMOF THE BALLS
VARIES, BUT THE MAJORITY OF THOSE FOUND HAVE AREGULAR DISTRIBUTION OF KNOBS CARVED ON THE SURFACE.
AROUND 400 HAVE BEEN FOUND OVER AFAIRLY WIDE AREA OF SCOTLAND WITH APARTICULAR CONCENTRATION OF
FINDS WITHIN A50 MLE RADIUS OF ABERDEENSHIRE.

CAREFULLY MADE OF HARD STONE IN THE SHAPE OF ORNAVENTED SPHERES OR PLATONIC SOLIDS WITH CARVED
BOSSES AND FACETS, THESE OBJECTS ARGUE A SOPHISTICATED UNDERSTANDING OF GEOMETRY BY AN ANCIENT
PEOPLE. SOME PEOPLE BELIEVE THEY WERE USED FOR DIMINATION PURPOSES, HOWEVER THEY ARE CERTAINLY ONE
OF THE EARLIEST EXAMPLES OF EXPERIMENTS IN SOLID GEOMETRY.
