CARRYING AVARIETY OF BIRDS. HIEROGLYPHIC INSCRIPTIONS INCISED BEFORE AND BEHIND THE FIGURE ON THE LEFT
IN PART REFERRING TO THE LOST FIGURE ‘OVERSEER OF THE DOMAIN, SERVANT OF KA. THE LOWER PART OF THE
UPPER REGISTER SHOWS AFIGURE PULLING ON ACATCH NET (THE LEGS LEAN BACK TO COUNTERBALANCE THE
WEIGHT OF THE NET) AND BIRDS WITH OPEN WINGS TRY TO ESCAPE CAPTURE, WHILE THE CAUGHT BIRDS ARE SHOWN
WITHIN THE NET IN THE UPPER RIGHT CORNER.
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
